SIG Update

All New Government SIG WEB Site

Pat Dues advised the group that the Government SIG web site has received a facelift.  The trial version can be accessed via the OAUG web site – http://www.oaug.org/gsig/.  Your comments are welcome.  Participants can become members by logging onto the web site and inputting information about themselves and their organizations.  A member email list will be available for use in communicating with other SIG members.  A Discussion Group, where the members can post questions of other members, will also be available in the future.

Enhancements

The Enhancement Process established by Oracle in conjunction with OAUG has not been altered.  Unfortunately, the process does not work to our SIG’s satisfaction.  The group agreed to compile a list of the most important enhancements for Government.  Greg Trainor, the SIG Enhancement Chair, agreed to submit these directly to the product managers – bypassing the official process.  

11i Migration Presentation – 

John Faucher, Oracle HRMS Practice Director, State and Local Government

John presented information regarding the migration from 10.7 or 11.0.3 to 11i.  He stressed the importance of understanding your current system’s data quality, architecture, hardware, and needs/capacity and how they are impacted by the upgrade.  At the current time, there are approximately 200 users live on 11i.  John’s Powerpoint slides are available on the Govt SIG web site.

iProcurement Presentation – 

John Punzak, Internet Procurement Specialist, State and Local Government

John provided a demo of Oracle’s iProcurement application.  Some of the metrics noted in John’s presentation included a comparison of traditional purchase ordering (7.3 day ordering time & $107/requisition) versus iProcurement orders (2 day ordering time & $30/requisition).  There may also be cost reductions due to lower inventory costs.  When Oracle implemented iProcurement inhouse, they realized a $100 million savings in the procurement costs. Encumbrances – Randy Sjoquist, Montage

Randy discussed the encumbrance issues that have plagued Public Sector entities since 10.7.  Over 900 TAR’s have been logged to report the problems, but historically the problems have been difficult to replicate, so go unresolved for years.  However, 90 – 98% of the encumbrance transactions are accurate, which means the problem is at least manageable.  

Randy’s firm has developed a reporting solution that will identify when a link is broken between AP/GL and PO.  In many cases journal entries are either incorrect in the system or non existent.  Randy has a 4 step plan which he shared with the User Group.  He is providing his slides to the group and they will be on the Govt Web site as soon as they are received.
