OAUG Public Sector SIG Meeting Minutes

September 18, 2005

Linda Granger welcomed all public sector users of the Oracle applications, including users of Peoplesoft,  J.D. Edwards and the Oracle e-Business Suite.  Pat Dues, OAUG President also welcomed the group and discussed the expanded role of OAUG going forward.  Upcoming OAUG activities were announced, including OATS in Chicago in October and Collaborate 06 in Nashville in April 2006.  Attendees introduced themselves and their organizations.  

SIG members present re-elected Linda Granger, Chair, and Kathleen Fauerbach, Secretary, for a second two-year term.   Goals for the coming term include expanding the SIG to include more opportunities for participation and communication.   Changes in by-laws and additional board positions are planned.  The SIG also hopes to have an active role in representing public sector needs to Oracle for the Fusion project.

Joe Gum of Oracle Public Sector Development discussed the goals for the Fusion Project:

1.) Greater Business Insight 

2.) Deeper and more adaptive industry focus 

3.) Superior ownership experience.  

The essence of Fusion will be to build from the Best of Breed applications and have a new product ready by 2008.  Data hubs, XML Publishing, DBI and Web Services will be included.  Joe reported that input would be accepted from user groups, but the process is not defined yet.  CABS and user groups will be informed.  A super set of requirements will be defined and circulated for feedback.  Think of Fusion as an evolutionary process. 

For the Oracle e-Business Suite, Joe previewed Release 12 by stating that there will be big changes made to the accounting architecture, including encumbrance processes.  This release will be out before Fusion.   DBI for Public Sector is available now.  New Approvals Management will use HR hierarchies, available for AP now, but not GL yet.  

Linda reviewed the schedule of public sector sessions at the conference.  A drawing was held for a SIG shirt and attendees were invited to stay and network.  

About 40 were in attendance.
